The poster should effectively support the explanation of the innovation while maintaining consistency, readability, and visual appeal. All posters will be evaluated based on the official judging rubric and assessed by appointed panels during the competition day.
1. General Poster Design Requirements
· Maintain a consistent design theme throughout the poster.
· Use appropriate colours, fonts, and visual elements that enhance readability.
· Reflect the theme and professionalism of the innovation presentation.
· Avoid excessive decorations, animations, or distracting effects.
· Ensure all text, diagrams, and visuals are clear and easy to read.
1.1 Recommended Poster Title Format
· ICE-CINNO 2026 – [Project ID] [Code Category]
2. Technical Specifications
· Poster Orientation: Portrait
· Recommended Size: A1 (594 x 841 mm)
· Resolution: Minimum 300 DPI
· Language: English or Malay
· Font Style: Professional and readable fonts only
· Font Size: Titles minimum 60 pt; Heading minimum 32 pt; Content minimum 22 pt
· Colour Scheme: Consistent and suitable contrast between text and background
· File Format: PDF / PNG / JPEG

3. Compulsory Information
The following information must be included on every poster:
· Project / Product Title and ID Number
· Name of Team Leader and Team Members
· Institutional Name & Logo 
· ICE-CINNO 2026 Logo
All compulsory information should be clearly visible and placed appropriately on the poster layout.

4. Recommended Poster Structure
· Title Section
· Introduction / Problem Statement
· Innovation Concept and Features
· Prototype / Demonstration
· Impact and Benefits
· Conclusion
· References

5. Good Practices
· Use high-quality and copyright-free visuals only.
· Ensure consistent alignment, spacing, and formatting.
· Use bullet points instead of lengthy paragraphs.
· Avoid overcrowding the poster with excessive text.
· Use charts, icons, and infographics where appropriate.
