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Video Submissions Guidelines 

This guideline is prepared to assist all participants in producing a high-quality innovation video presentation for ICE-CINNO 2026. All submitted videos will be evaluated strictly based on the official judging rubric and assessed by appointed panels during the competition day.

1. Video Upload Requirements
1. Participants are required to upload their video presentation to YouTube.
2. The video visibility can be set to LISTED or UNLISTED.
3. Only the YouTube video link must be submitted to the organizer.
4. Submissions via other platforms or formats will not be accepted.

2. Technical Specifications
· Duration: 3-5 minutes (strictly enforced)
· Resolution: 1080p (Full HD)
· Orientation: Landscape (horizontal)
· Language: English/Malay
· Audio: Clear voice with minimal background noise
· Visuals: Stable video with clear and readable text

3. Compulsory Information
The following information must be included on youtube description:
· Project ID Number and Project Name
· Name of Team Leader and Team Members
The following information must be included on youtube video:
· Institutional Name & Logo 
· ICE-CINNO 2026 Logo
All compulsory information should be clearly visible and placed appropriately on the poster layout.

4. Recommended Video Structure
Opening Title
· Innovation/Product title
· Group/Participant name
· Institution/Organization (if applicable)
· Optional: short tagline or value proposition
Problem Statement
· Clear explanation of the real-world problem being addressed
· Existing challenges, gaps, or inefficiencies
· Target users or stakeholders affected
· Supporting facts, data, or brief statistics (if available)
Innovation Concept and Functionality
· Presents the core innovation concept and its intended objectives
· Describes the key features and essential functionalities of the solution
· Explains the system workflow and operational processes
Prototype/ Demonstration/ Ideas
· Presentation of prototype, mock-up, model, or system interface
· Demonstration, simulation, or walkthrough (if applicable)
· Explanation of main components and user interaction
· Development stage (idea, prototype, pilot, or ready-to-market)
Impact & Usability
· Practical application and implementation potential
· Target market or user groups
· Expected benefits (social, economic, environmental, or technological)
· Scalability, sustainability, and commercialization potential
· Relevance to current industry or societal needs
Conclusion & Call-to-Action
· Concise summary highlighting key strengths
· Reinforcement of value proposition and impact
· Future development plans
· Clear call-to-action (e.g. collaboration, adoption, investment, or support)




4. Good Practices
· Use consistent fonts and colour schemes throughout the video.
· Ensure clear audio and proper lighting.
· Avoid excessive animations or distracting effects.
· Use copyright-free images, music, and video materials only (MUST).
· Rehearse before recording to ensure smooth delivery.
· Test the YouTube link to confirm accessibility prior to submission.

5. Link Submission
Please ensure that the video has been uploaded to YouTube, and the corresponding link must also be submitted together with the final submission.
